PETITION TO THE HOUSE OF COMMONS 

TO STOP EXPANSION OF THE ALBERTA TAR SANDS
We, the undersigned citizens of Canada, draw the attention of the House of Commons to the following:

THAT: The tar sands are by far the fastest growing source of greenhouse gases in Canada and produce as much as three times the amount of greenhouse gases as conventional oil production. 

THAT:  Oil production and refining operations produce huge emissions of toxins that decimate animal and plant life and cause cancer.

THAT: People living near the tar sands operations are dying from rare forms of cancers.

THAT: Traditional First Nations lands are being destroyed for tar sands exploration and extraction and First Nations are not being properly compensated for their lost and destroyed lands and water supplies.

THEREFORE, we petition the House of Commons to take the necessary steps to invoke a MORATORIUM on the further expansion of the tar sands until a set of basic environmental and social conditions are satisfactorily achieved.
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
