· Repay all lost subsidy back to Section 95 housing co-ops to restore affordability.

· Provide new assistance to help Section 95 co-ops house low-income residents. 

· Build 200,000 affordable and co-op housing units, renovate 100,000 existing units and provide rent supplements to 
40,000 low-come tenants.
· Extend the Supporting Communities Partnership Initiative (SCPI) that funds successful homelessness prevention programs.
