Frequently Asked Questions

1. Why is public transit like building a house?
Public transit use is growing across Canada, but like a house, it needs a foundation. A clear strategy and a commitment to sustained funding is integral to establishing this base from which public transit can continue to meet our many needs: from accessibility and environmental sustainability to economic prosperity and city livability. The current sporadic approach to funding supports short-term projects, but makes larger, more complex projects extremely difficult. 

2. What will this bill do for me?

Moving Canada forward is about securing investment in an issue that affects everyone. The National Public Transit Strategy Bill will create jobs, improve commute times, help the environment and allow our cities and communities to plan and implement the public transit projects that they need. 

3. How much will the bill cost?

The bill does not have a price tag. If passed, it would create a framework through which Parliament could determine the public transit needs of Canada, and establishes reliable and sustainable funding mechanisms. 

4. How will the bill work?

If passed, the bill would bring together the Minister of Transportation, with provincial transportation ministers, representatives of municipalities, transit authorities, and Aboriginal communities to design and establish a national public transit strategy to meet the needs of our communities. The results of this collaboration would be brought before the House of Parliament.
